The school is the data controller. We may share this information with the Police or
other certified investigators.

Our visitor records will be held for seven years.

Should a transfer of
personal information be necessary we will only do so where it is permitted by law
and where appropriate safeguards are in place.

Closed Circuit Television Surveillance (CCTV)

other certified investigators.

We retain CCTV footage for 30 days before it is overwritten. The information may be
retained for a longer period if imagery is required for evidential purposes.
