AGM Minutes

Welcome & introduction:

Mrs Derbyshire and Derek Vickers welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked everyone for attending to discuss past and future events to raise funds for the school.
Election of Committee Members

The current PA members were re-elected, namely:

1. Derek Vickers (Chair), 

2. Michelle Perkins (Deputy Chair & Secretary), and
3. Sinead Edwards (Treasurer).
Derek confirmed that new members are always welcome to join and that help is always greatly appreciated at events, such as the school fayres or discos.
Summary of Accounts

Derek confirmed that, despite the lock-down restrictions, the PA are glad to have been able to assist the school with raising funds in order to redevelop the school’s library. 

Derek gave an overview of the events that were held last year, including the Santa Stroll, Christmas card event, remote Christmas Fayre, non-uniform days and grants received from Mrs Dine’s employer, M&G, and Asda.

The PA currently has £4,596.45 in funds, as detailed in the attached Accounts, which were approved by Mrs Derbyshire. Of those monies:

· £1,600 has been allocated to the Forest School area following Mrs Gallagher’s successful application, as arranged by Mrs Dines via her employer (who has been very supportive of the school and has granted the school money for 3 successive years, and Mrs Dines kindly agreed to check whether the school would be eligible to apply for any further grants with her employer).
· £2,000 will go towards the school’s new curriculum.

· Approximately £100 for Parentkind, which provides the PA with insurance.

This leaves a balance of almost £1,000, with the most recent non-uniform day monies yet to be banked and Michelle will confirm with the clothes recycling company when our monies will be paid. 
Mrs Derbyshire’s wish list for 2021-2022

1. It was agreed that the PA will use the circa £1,000 in the PA’s bank account to purchase play equipment for the Year 1 Play Area and to purchase RE resources for every classroom (such as wooden statues, crucifixes, candles, rosary beads, cloths and drapes) and some resources for whole school assemblies (i.e. posters)
2. The PA will seek to raise funds for the following this year:

(i) Play equipment for lunch time for the whole school – approximate cost of £600.
(ii) Development of the school’s Well Being Room, which benefits the children if they need some reflection time – approximate cost of £2,000.
Events to be organised
1. Other schools have cancelled their Christmas fayres in light of the uncertainty surrounding the pandemic, therefore we will not run a Christmas fayre this year. However, parents will be invited to attend the Santa Stroll in the school’s playground with the children in their year groups this December, wearing face masks as a precaution. The PA will also consider running a cake stall at this event, subject to compliance with current food hygiene regulations, including Natasha’s Law. Derek will send some suggested dates for the Santa Stroll to Mrs Derbyshire and will discuss this event with Mrs Wallace. 
2. Christmas raffle – to be carried out remotely, like last year.

3. On Thursday 16th December, the children will be invited to bring in pjs/onesies to change into at lunchtime together with a snack and they will watch the film “Elf” and will be asked to pay £1 for this event.
4. The PA will offer personalised school tea towels as an end of year project.

5. Derek with discuss with Father Paul whether he would agree to a second collection at Mass on behalf of the school.

6. The PA will continue to run non-uniform days on the last day of each half-term and will consider inviting themes from the children, such as crazy hair day, silly socks day etc.

7. The PA will apply for a grant with Tesco.

8. Subject to current restrictions, we will consider further events for next year, including school discos, cake sales/ice lolly/doughnut sales (subject to complying with Natasha’s Law, as above) and coffee mornings (including after school assemblies/parents’ evenings, to either raise money for the school or on behalf of a charity) and a quiz night/bingo night/meal out for parents.
Further fundraising ideas

The PA will look into running further projects, including:

· Christmas decorations made by the children;

· A Christmas stall at the Church Christmas Fayre if it is running this year;

· Gifts purchased by the children and wrapped by the PA to give to family members;

· Calendars designed by the children;

· Scarecrow Hunt/Easter Egg Hunt whereby parents purchase a map to help them find items put up by parents in the local area 
· Easter Egg hunt and Easter bonnet competition
· Cinema night for each year group.
9. The PA will continue to promote to parents and carers our existing fundraising schemes, including generating money for the school by:
· Shopping via SmileAmazon and the Giving Machine, which generates commission for the school;

· Recycling clothes at the school using its recycling bin;
· Encouraging parents to check with their employers whether they offer grants we can apply for.
