Overview

Often receive company donations – unfortunately one parent has moved on from St Pius so we no longer receive that donation. 
Tracy thanked the patents, helpers and volunteers. Reiterated we are a.ways so grateful for help. 

Mrs Derbyshire 
The school has spent a lot of money upgrading the IT equipment. Clever, touch screens are now in every class they cost £2,000 each. 
While the budget is tight it is essential that the school invests in ICT. We have a charging trolley station and 30 google chrome books to deliver ICT lessons. 
Staff have received Google training and the school has iPads. 
Mrs Derbyshire went on to thank the PA as the money helps the school and the children. The Pa also helps the community of the school. The PA play an important role within the school.

Summery of accounts
Cash4clothes made less money than in previous years, potentially as parents are donating directly to cash4clothes. PA have stopped providing black bin bags. Have parents missed messages on parent mail.
Tracy suggested that a parent from every year should be elected as a class rep to attend PA meetings and help support the work of the PA. Children could maybe be fed more information from the teachers in classrooms to aid the PA and their requests. 
Dos I takes around £1,000 and Jazz is laid £180. He has already been booked for Oct half term disco. 
Cake sales takings are up – with thanks to Gemma Wiseman who baked 90 cakes at the last cake sale. The PA gave her £20 to cove costs. Her cakes sell for £1. 
Emma Dines mentioned that Greggs donate cakes but have to be asked around a month in advance. 
2nd hand uniform is available to purchase and the PA have a lot. 
Community grants by M&G are gratefully received. 
Giving machine generated £126 – online shopping. 
It was suggested that the bar chart be updated on the PA notice board showing monies raised and the target project. An updated PA newsletter to be sent to Mrs Robinson. 
Co-op card has raised £60. Jane distributed cards to all present. 
Summer fayre – jane thanked mace place as they provided face painting free of charge. Also Vicky Cameron a neighbour of Rachel Taylor was thanked for providing hair braiding free of charge. 
Thanks again to Miss Gray and Mr Looney who raised £100 on soak a teacher. 
Donations for tombolas as a result of on uniform days work really well and tombolas made £250. 
Hot weather helped and all food and drink sold out. 
Adopt a teddy made into £50 and has made more before and also raffle made only £60 and before raises usually £100. 
There is £3,000 in the bank account for Mrs Derbyshire to use as she so wishes.
