Gruffalo by Julia Donaldson (It was only a matter of time!)
(Story can be found on YouTube and is also currently on BBC iPlayer)
This is the story of a quick-witted mouse as he encounters a host of predators who seem to think he might make a tasty treat. As he ventures deeper into the deep dark wood, stumbling across a hungry fox, a not-so-wise owl, and a slimy snake, spinning ever-extraordinary tales about the scary, scaly Gruffalo, he quickly realises that the hungry beast he has been talking of isn't imaginary after all.
	Can you spot all the rhyming words? Play a game of Rhyming Word Pairs and see if you can match up all the rhyming words. Turn all the cards over so they are face down and take it in turns to turn over two cards. Use your phonics to sound out the words. If they rhyme then you keep the cards! Take it in turns and keep going until there’s a winner!
	Visit this website to practise your computing skills! There are different activities and games to play and you can even colour in different characters from the story.

	Can you design your own terrible creature? What will it look like? How would you describe its eyes, teeth, and claws? Does it have anything on its back? Or anything on the end of its nose?! Draw a picture and label it with your amazing describing words.

	Practise your pencil control in the attached Gruffalo Control sheet.
	The mouse takes a stroll through the deep dark wood. Do you have any woods near you where you can go for a walk? Or a garden or any outdoor space will do! Go on a hunt, not for snakes and foxes (although I’d love to know if you do meet any!) but use the Senses Scavenger hunt to find things of different textures, shapes and colours. 
	Practise some maths skills with the attached Gruffalo Maths sheet. 

	What do you think the fox, owl and snake thought when they saw the mouse? What did they think when the mouse told them about the Gruffalo? Use the Thought Bubbles activity to write down what you think each animal might have been thinking. Try to remember your capital letter, finger spaces and full stop. And use your phonics to help you write.
	Have a go at making a Gruffalo crumble of your own! I’ve attached a yummy recipe here. Or you can make up your own recipe. Maybe you could make it in the garden with leaves, mud and sticks. Or maybe you’d prefer to make some owl ice-cream or scrambled snake! If you make up your own recipe, why not write the instructions and share them on Google Classroom so others can have a go!
	Have a go at making your own Gruffalo. You could use a potato to do some potato printing. Or maybe your grown up could cut out the shapes of the teeth, eyes, tusks and poisonous wart and you can glue them to a piece of paper, a paper plate or even a brown paper bag, to make it into a puppet. Or perhaps you’d like to use things you find in your garden to create your own Gruffalo – brown leaves for his body, a green leaf for his wart etc. See a few ideas on the Gruffalo Craft sheet attached.

Phonics – To support your child’s phonics, please listen to them read regularly. In addition, you may wish to download the app ‘Teach Your Monster to Read’. You can also find excellent activities on phonicsplay.co.uk and phonicsbloom.com. By the end of Foundation, children reach the end of phase 3 so when choosing games to play it is worth practising both phases 2 and 3.
